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1 Who are TLC?

Thea Jarvis began The Love of Christ Ministries (TLC) in 1993 which since
then has cared for & protected over 720 abandoned children & babies. What
makes TLC a particularly special place is Thea & her family’s firm belief
that simply keeping kids off the streets & under a roof is not enough. Each
& every child deserves the right to a loving & responsible family. This is why
TLC has campaigned tirelessly to find new families for the little ones that
come through its doors. The first option approached is always to reunite a
child with his or her biological mother or close family. So often mothers are
forced to abandon their kids when they are financialy & socially unable to
care for them. TLC then tries to help these mothers get back on their feet
whilst caring for the little ones in the interim.

Unfortunately this option is often not possible as generally no one even
knows who the mother ever was. It is then that the adoption process is
begun, with the majority of children passing through TLC being placed with
well screened families in South Africa, Denmark & the USA.

Life’s never this simple though & every now & then there are circum-
stances which make placing a child too difficult. For example when children
have serious health issues, disabilities or are simply too old to be pulled from
a family environment & forced to start all over again. In these cases, Thea &
her daughters, Joanna & Pippa, do the incredible by legally adopting these
children into their own families & raising them entirely as their own. You
can imagine their homes have an interesting family dynamic!

3 How do sponsors get involved?
